Trevor Tharaldson – Advised Commission Board that foundation for water tower will be dug out and ground will be tested by Wednesday to get ready to pour foundation which is scheduled to be completed by October 1, 2015 then construction on stand will start, stand should be done by November of this year. Construction crew will be working 10 days on and 4 days off, everything is on schedule. The full main of the water main stretch is completed and unmarked gas line was hit but it was MDU’s responsibility for not marking it correctly. Touch up work needs to be completed.  Early next week will be completing all tie ends.

4. ORDINANCE NO. 2015-25 2nd Reading
AN ORDINANCE T0 AMEND CHAPTER 3 ARTICLE NUMBER 3, SECTION 3.0301 OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF TIOGA, RELATING TO STREET AND HOUSE NAMING AND NUMBERING

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF THE CITY COMMISSIONERS OF THE CITY OF TIOGA, NORTH DAKOTA:

Amendment Chapter 3, Article 3, Section 3.0301 of the Revised Ordinances of Tioga is hereby amended to read as follows:

3.0301 Naming and Numbering

The names of the streets and avenues of the City shall remain as they now are, and appear of record, and as reported in the Office of Register of Deeds of Williams County, North Dakota, and the name of no street shall be changed without an ordinance to that effect passed with the new name specified therein.

Any addition which may be made to the City which may be laid out into lots or blocks shall be so laid out, surveyed and platted so that the streets, alleys and avenues shall conform to the previously established streets, avenues and alleys, and no such plat shall be recorded without the approval of the City.

No plat or any portion of the City or any addition thereto shall be accepted or approved by the City Commission until all streets and avenues therein have been graded.  The street grades in the City of Tioga shall be those as are on file in the Office of the City Engineer. All buildings located in the city limits of the City shall be assigned a number by the City or other appropriate political entity authorized to assign physical addresses.

All buildings within the corporal city limits of the City shall have posted the address’s assigned number.  Said numbers shall be displayed in such a manner as to be easily identifiable from the street adjacent to the property.  In the event any owner of any buildings within the limits of said City or other person having custody and control of said buildings shall refuse or neglect to cause to be placed thereon the number thereof, the City Commission shall have the power and authority to cause the number of the said building to be exhibited thereon as hereinbefore set forth, the costs for so doing to be collected of the owner or person having control thereof at the suit of the City.

This ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after final passage, and due publication according to law.

5. ORDINANCE NO. 2015-26 2nd Reading
AN ORDINANCE T0 CREATE CHAPTER (*) ARTICLE NUMBER 8, SECTION 3.0109 OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF TIOGA, RELATING TO VIOLATION OF TRUCK ROUTE AND PENALTY

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF THE CITY COMMISSIONERS OF THE CITY OF TIOGA, NORTH DAKOTA:

Amendment Article No. 8 Section 3.0109 of Chapter (*) of the Revised Ordinances of Tioga is hereby amended to read as follows:

3.0109 Parking of Trucks Prohibited on Truck Route

The parking of Trucks within the City right of way on any streets designated as part of the City Truck Route is prohibited. Any person who is deemed to have committed a violation of this section is deemed to have committed an infraction.  This ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after final passage, and due publication according to law.

6. Resolution 2015-11 – Annexation Section 34 City Shop 

BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Commission of the City of Tioga, Williams County, North Dakota:

Whereas, the City of Tioga, Williams County, North Dakota, is a municipal corporation, organized and existing under the laws of the State of North Dakota; and whereas, there is contiguous and adjacent to the City of Tioga a tract or parcel of land hereinafter specifically described, containing approximately 5 acres, more or less, which tract or parcel of land is not presently a part of City of Tioga. NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of City Commissioners of the City of Tioga, North Dakota, that the boundaries of the City of Tioga be and they hereby are, extended so as to include and incorporate within the corporate limits of the City of Tioga, Williams County, North Dakota, the following described land, to-wit: TOWNSHIP 157 NORTH, RANGE 95 WEST: Section 34: A tract of land located in that part of the W1/2NE1/4 more particularly described as follows: A tract of land located in that part of the NW1/4 more particularly described as follows: Beginning at the North Quarter corner of said Section 34 thence Easterly along the North line of said Section 34 a distance of 330.00 feet; thence Southerly and parallel with the North-South Quarter line of said Section 34 a distance of 660.00 feet to a point on the westerly extension of the North line of Sublot #5 of said Northeast Quarter; thence West along the westerly line extension of the North line of said Sublot #5 a distance of 330.00 feet to a point on the West line of said Northeast Quarter; thence Northerly along the West Quarter line of said Section 34 a distance of 660.00 feet to the Point of Beginning. BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED,  by the Board of City Commissioners of the City of Tioga, North Dakota, that this Resolution be published in the official newspaper of the City of Tioga once each week for two successive weeks, that the notice of the Resolution be mailed to the owner of each parcel of real property within the area to be annexed at the person’s las known mailing address, and a hearing be held on October 5, 2015 at 6:50 PM, at the Tioga City Hall, at 12 1st St NE, Tioga, ND 58852.  The owners of any real property within the territory proposed to be annexed, within 30 days of the first publication of such resolution may file written protest with the City Auditor protesting against the proposed annexation.
